We practise reading with prosody so we can improve
our fluency

Practising reading sections of the text helps us to become fluent readers

Listening to the adult model fluent reading helps me to
get better at reading

I love the novels we read in English. We read the entirety of the book and the stories we read are interesting and exciting

We reread texts and parts of texts in English and in other subjects to help us with comprehension

Sometimes we read the text three times to help us
understand it
