Marking & Feedback Policy
· Interventions will be identified with a yellow highlight
· Interventions to be competed by pupil in pencil after the lesson or if a different objective that wasn’t covered in lesson but based on pupil’s GAPS
· Include following codes:
· S&C – stretch & challenge
· GAP – closing pupil’s gaps
· All pieces of retrieval practice will be highlighted using blue
· Daily 5s and English reviews – printed with blue box
· Pre & Post Assessment for each topic/unit of learning.
· Clearly identified with green box and PRE or POST
· Highlighted or printed with green box

· All pupils will write in pencil or when appropriate a pen.
· Live marking and instant intervention to be completed in BLUE PEN 
· Evidence of 1:1 input and/ or modelling should be evident in the pupil’s books – BLUE PEN.
· Mistakes definition ‘Something the pupil can do or normally does correctly but not on this occasion’.
· Error/Misconception definition
· ‘An attempt at answering or doing something that the pupil has not mastered or understood’
· Both of the above will be identified through live marking and/or intervention.
· Pupils responding to feedback, marking and peer marking/feedback and corrections in PURPLE PEN (If more than a sentence it is to be completed in pencil/black pen – purple/blue dot)
· If no space directly near mistake/error then pupils will use an * and complete correction below work (if more than one error *1, *2 etc)
· Identification of incorrect spellings should be personalised for the pupil.
· EYFS/ARP PURPLE PEN used by teacher to indicate child response.
· Marking of writing PRE and POST will be done using the RAG checklist in line with objectives relevant to that piece of writing. 
· Marking of maths PRE and POST will be marked by teacher.
· PRE assessments in all foundation subjects are marked with either GREEN to indicate secure understanding or ORANGE to indicate gaps in learning. 
· POST assessments in all foundation subjects to be marked accordingly by the teacher.
