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Our vision 
At South Bank Primary School, we deliver a high-quality maths education that engages and inspires pupils to become open ended thinkers and problem solvers, who recognise the importance of maths in everyday life.  
Maths is a core subject of the National Curriculum and a prerequisite for educational and social progress as it underpins the work in many areas of the curriculum. Our Maths curriculum is carefully sequenced to develop the acquisition of knowledge and skills in line with the National Curriculum expectations and provides opportunities for children to develop the cultural capital of the world. Our intent is that our pupils have the essential knowledge, skills and wider understanding to be successful.
This policy outlines the purpose, nature, and management of Maths teaching across the school.

Aim of the policy
Our Maths curriculum aims to ensure that all pupils:
· Develop a shared love and understanding of Maths
· Become fluent in the basics of Maths so that retention and application of knowledge is rapid and accurate
· Use mathematical vocabulary to reason and explain their thinking
· Recognise relationships and make generalisations
· Can use taught tools and skills to tackle real life problems
· Communicate information accurately
· Develop skills that they can use across the curriculum

Curriculum Intent
At South Bank Primary School, we want all of our pupils to develop a love of maths and have embedded a mastery approach throughout school from EYFS to Y6, so that the teaching and learning is consistent and will support all pupils with their understanding and retention. Pupils will be required to explore maths in depth, using mathematical vocabulary to reason and explain their workings. We will encourage resilience and an acceptance that struggle is often a necessary step in learning.
We create a vocabulary rich environment, where talk for maths is a key learning tool for all pupils. Pre-teaching key vocabulary is a driver for pupil understanding and develops the confidence of pupils to explain mathematically. We aim to develop of the use of stem sentences and an ‘I say, we say, you say’ approach throughout school to help achieve these intentions.

Curriculum Implementation
At South Bank Primary we follow the Power Maths scheme of work which supports staff in the implementation of the National Curriculum for Maths and aims to ensure that all pupils: become fluent in the fundamentals of mathematics,  can reason mathematically, and  can solve problems by applying their mathematics.  Aligned with the new National Curriculum, Power Maths is a whole-class, mastery resource that empowers every child to understand and succeed. Our maths curriculum teaches and challenges children to make connections, use methods in the most appropriate, efficient way and develop problem solving and reasoning skills. 
We work hard to use Power Maths to its full potential – it helps to develop growth mindsets, encourages hard work, practice and a willingness to see mistakes as learning tools. It combines interactive teaching tools, digital games, high-quality textbooks and practice books, teacher guides, ongoing PD, and assessment to empower teachers to make maths an adventure for all children.
We encourage children to problem-solve every day through the use of concrete resources, pictorial representations and abstract thinking (the C-P-A approach). This helps children tackle concepts in a tangible and more comfortable way.   Teachers use careful questions to draw out children’s discussions and their reasoning.
Mathematical topics are taught in blocks, to enable the achievement of ‘mastery’ over time. Each lesson phase provides the means to achieve greater depth, with children who are quick to grasp new content being offered rich and sophisticated problems, as well as exploratory, investigative tasks, within the lesson as appropriate.  To support the implementation of the maths curriculum, we also consolidate our learning through the use of Numbots (KS1), Times table Rockstars,  Freckle and active learn maths.  
In KS1, there is a daily maths lesson of between 45 and 60 minutes for all children in mixed ability classes.  In KS2, we have a daily maths lesson of approximately 60 minutes for all children in mixed ability classes.  At the start of the maths lesson in KS1 and KS2 children complete a daily fluency task called ‘daily 5’ to practise key skills and to practise retrieval of previously taught skills.  Arithmetic is the focus one day a week to ensure key knowledge is embedded over time and as children move through school, the teaching of times tables becomes a key focus ensuring that children’s understanding is supported through recognising patterns within different times tables.





Curriculum Impact
Our Maths curriculum ensures that all children experience challenge and success by developing a growth mindset, a problem-solving approach as well as curiosity and excitement for maths.  Children have increasing engagement in maths lessons and talk passionately about the subject, making links with other subjects and with the wider world.  They tackle mathematical challenges with resilience, confidently using concrete resources and visual representations to support their work and they are able to use mathematical vocabulary to discuss their learning and understanding of mathematical concepts.
Where children struggle to understand concepts or become confident with new skills, timely intervention and support is provided to ensure that progress is accelerated.  Progress will be seen through regular assessment tasks and within key data drops throughout the academic year.  We will see an increase in attainment at all key stages and a greater percentage of children will achieve greater depth at KS2 SATS.
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
