Our vision 
At South Bank Primary School, we believe that a high-quality education in music engages and inspires our pupils to develop their love of music and their talent. Music is a universal language that embodies one of the utmost forms of creativity. Music lessons engage and stimulate pupils to develop a love of music and enhance their ability as musicians. Musical skills and knowledge develop their self-confidence, creativity and sense of achievement.

Aim of the policy
Our Music curriculum aims to ensure that all pupils:
· Perform, listen to, review and evaluate music across a range of historical periods, genres, styles and traditions, including the works of the great composers and musicians. 
· Learn to sing and to use one’s voice, to create and compose music one’s own and with others, have the opportunity to learn a musical instrument, use technology appropriately and have the opportunity to progress to the next level of musical excellence. 
· Understand and explore how music is created, produced and communicated, including through the inter-related dimensions: pitch, duration, dynamics, tempo, timbre, texture, structure and appropriate musical notations

Curriculum Intent
At South Bank Primary we aim to deliver a high-quality music education that engages and inspires pupils to develop a lifelong love of music and their talent as musicians, and so increase their self-confidence, creativity and sense of achievement. We focus on developing the skills, knowledge and understanding that children need to become confident performers, composers and listeners.  The South Bank Primary music curriculum introduces children to music from all around the world and across generations, teaching children to respect and appreciate the music of all traditions and communities.  As pupils progress, they will develop a critical engagement with music, allowing them to compose, and to listen with discrimination to a range of genres. At South Bank Primary our children will use their voices as well as tuned and untuned instruments to compose and perform music. 

Curriculum Implementation
The teaching and implementation of the Music Curriculum at South Bank Primary School is delivered by a specialist Music teacher and follows the Richard Shepherd Foundation scheme of work  -  it is based on the National Curriculum in KS1 and KS2.
EYFS explore music through sounds and rhymes and explore how to move to music in a range of ways.  They are introduced to simple vocabulary linked to Music and are taught how to  follow and tap a rhythm.
KS1 children build on this and work on developing their knowledge and skills on pulse and tempo, pitch, rhythm and begin to create music and increase their singing skills.  
KS2 children further extend their knowledge and skills and learn to read simple notation and have the opportunity to play instruments and become performers.

The children take part in a weekly singing assembly that is led by the music lead. In these assemblies’ children learn to sing new songs that are relevant to the current season, upcoming holidays, and our school’s values. The children make requests for their favourite songs, and we sing a new one together each week.
Music is used as a vehicle for collective worship, reflection and celebrations and is a huge part of daily life in our school. It promotes positive behaviours, confidence, engagement, and enjoyment where all children are given the opportunity to succeed in the arts.


Curriculum Impact
At South Bank Primary, the impact of quality first teaching in Music will foster a love and enthusiasm for the subject.  Well-constructed and well-taught lessons provide pupils with opportunities to research and apply skills independently – skills essential for lifelong learning.  
Each child develops an understanding of culture and history, both in relation to students individually, as well as ethnicities from across the world. Children are able to enjoy music, in as many ways as they choose - either as a listener, creator or performer. They can dissect music and comprehend its parts. They can sing and feel a pulse across all genres and have an understanding of how to express themselves through music, harvest their passion and reach a new level of creativity as a musician.
We measure the impact of our music curriculum with various methods of assessment including self and peer assessment. Children appraise and suggest constructive developments for their own work and that of their peers.  Formative assessment is ongoing and summative judgements are made termly.
Evidence of children’s work in music can be found as, pieces of work and photos in our floor books as well as electronically as sound and video recordings. The music lead monitors the teaching and evidence of music through observations and termly book looks. We are committed to ensuring that all pupils can become imaginative and technically competent designers. They will build on core technical ability and knowledge as they move up through school and gain meaningful, real-life skills they can take forward to secondary school and beyond.
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
