Our vision 
At South Bank Primary School, we want our children to develop their physical skills while adopting a holistic approach to their personal development.  The PE curriculum aims to engage children from all backgrounds and ensure all barriers are overcome so that pupils are motivated to take part in a range of sports. 



Aim of the policy
Our French curriculum aims to ensure that all pupils:
· understand and respond to spoken and written language from a variety of authentic sources
· speak with increasing confidence, fluency and spontaneity, finding ways of communicating what they want to say, including through discussion and asking questions, and continually improving the accuracy of their pronunciation and intonation 
· can write at varying length, for different purposes and audiences, using the variety of grammatical structures that they have learnt 
· discover and develop an appreciation of a range of writing in the language studied

Curriculum Intent
At South Bank Primary School, children receive high-quality language lessons that enable all children to experience learning and using a foreign language in a way that is engaging, inclusive and exciting. We stimulate and encourage children’s curiosity about language, develop an interest in learning other languages and broaden their understanding of cultural differences and similarities.  By promoting an awareness of and respect for our diverse and changing world, we aim for our children to make valuable contributions to the community locally, nationally and globally. 
Children develop their ability to communicate in a variety of ways for practical purposes by progressively developing their skills in speaking, listening, reading and writing.
At South Bank Primary, children develop into linguists, through developing skills in the following key concepts: 
· Speak confidently using key vocabulary and phrases to verbally communicate ideas. 

· Understand the culture of the countries in which the language is spoken 

· Read fluently through recognising key vocabulary and phrases. 

· Write imaginatively using key vocabulary and phrases to write ideas. 

Curriculum Implementation
At South Bank Primary, all KS2 children have a 30minute French lesson per week.  Lessons are designed to be progressive and build on prior learning, moving from word to sentence level and children are exposed to a range of vocabulary and key phonic sounds to allow children to build sentences using grammatical knowledge.  Lesson activities are challenging, varied and interactive and develop listening, reading, speaking, and writing skills and a variety of strategies are used to engage the children and develop their confidence and enjoyment of language learning.
The progression of skills and knowledge shows the skills and knowledge that are taught within each year group and how these skills develop to ensure that attainment targets are securely met by the end of Key Stage 2.  It enables pupils to understand and communicate ideas, facts and feelings in speech and writing, focused on familiar and routine matters, using their knowledge of phonology, grammatical structures and vocabulary.

Curriculum Impact
At South Bank Primary, children develop key language learning skills as set out by the National Curriculum.  Children understand that language has a structure and that that structure may differ from one they are familiar with. Children can talk about France and other French speaking countries, identifying similarities and differences in everyday life, social conventions, and celebrations with their own, whilst understanding and respecting cultural diversity. French lessons result in children who are enthusiastic and positive about learning a foreign language and are inspired to learn more about both language skills and cultures.	
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
