As part of the personal development curriculum, the children worked in pairs to complete jigsaw puzzles. When things became
challenging, they demonstrated resilience and a growth mindset, encouraging one another and continuing to work together to
find solutions. This supported the development of teamwork, perseverance, and positive learning attitudes.
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We gave the children the opportunity to work through a friendship conflict scenario, using either the “Solve it Together”
technique or the “Mending Friendships” resource sheet. This activity helped them practise listening, sharing their feelings, and
finding solutions collaboratively, supporting the development of positive relationships and conflict-resolution skills.
